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The Capital Region Coalition to End Homelessness works to 
prevent and end homelessness by informing public opinion,  
awareness building and advocacy, and systems collaboration. 
 
 

OUR WORK 
Informing Public Opinion 

Homelessness is a solvable problem and the Coalition is a leading voice in informing the public on what the state of 
homelessness looks like in our communities and on the policy and program solutions in place that are working to end it. 
 
Awareness Building and Advocacy 

Awareness building and advocacy is critical to bringing about positive changes in policies and programs on the local level. The 
Coalition actively engages with our local legislative officials and larger community in awareness building activities and 
advocacy efforts to ensure the support of those policies and programs working to end homelessness. 
 
Systems Collaboration 

The Coalition works with various sectors of the community like local legislative officials, direct service providers, the 
academic community, and the business community to develop meaningful strategies to end homelessness. 
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Definition of Terms 
Continuums of Care (CoC) are local planning bodies responsible for coordinating the full range of homelessness services 
in a geographic area which may cover a city, county, metropolitan area, or an entire state 
 
Children are people who are under 18 years of age during their episode of homelessness 
 
Chronically Homeless refers to individuals or to people in families in which the head of the household has a disability and 
that has been either continuously homeless for one (1) year or more OR has experienced at least four (4) episodes of 
homelessness in the last three (3) years 
 
Extremely Low Income Households refers to those households with incomes below 30 percent of the area median 
income 
 
Homeless refers to an individual or family that lacks a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence as well as an 
individual or family whose primary nighttime residence is a supervised publicly or privately operated shelter designed to 
provide temporary living accommodations, an institution that provides temporary residence for individuals intended to be 
institutionalized, or a public or private place not designated for, or ordinarily used as, a regular sleeping accommodation  
for human beings 
 
Individual refers to people who are not part of a family during their episode of homelessnessɀthey are homeless as single 
adults 
 
People in Families refers to people who are homeless as part of households that have at least one (1) adult and one (1) 
child 
 
Point-in-Time Count refers to the unduplicated one (1) night estimates of both sheltered and unsheltered homeless 
populations which are conducted by CoCs nationwide 
 
Sheltered Homeless refers to people who are staying in emergency shelters, transitional housing programs, or safe havens 
 
Unsheltered Homeless refers to people with a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place not designated 
or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings including a car, park, abandoned building, bus or 
train station, airport, or camping ground 
 
Youth are people aged 24 or younger AND without a head of household older than 24 years of age when experiencing an 
episode of homelessness 
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This report uses the Point-in-Time count as the measure of homelessness in the Capital Region. The U.S. Department of 
Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requires that every year, on a given night in January, communities count the 
number of sheltered people experiencing homelessness in emergency shelters and transitional housing. 
 
HUD requires that every two (2) years, communities count the number of unsheltered people experiencing 
homelessness who are sleeping on the streets or in other places not meant for human  habitation. 
 
 

 
The Capital Region exceeds HUD requirements by conducting a 

Point-in-Time count of both sheltered and unsheltered populations 
EVERY YEAR 

 
 

While the Point-in-Time count is not without limitations, it is one of the best measures that captures unsheltered persons 
experiencing homelessnessɀunsheltered counts are conducted by outreach workers and volunteers who canvass Continuum 
of Care (CoC) communities and count the number of people who appear to be living in places not meant for human habitation. 
These counts are implemented in various ways depending on the jurisdiction and the resources devoted to conducting the 
count. The annual Point-in-Time count remains the most reliable estimate of people experiencing homelessness in the Capital 
Region.  

POINT-IN-TIME 

Every year, in January, communities across the 
United States conduct an enumeration of 
homeless persons living in emergency shelter, 
transitional housing, or on the streets in what is 
commonly known as a

Figures 1.29 through 1.31 displays the trends in homelessness in the Capital Region since 2014 indicating a 12 percent 
increase in overall homelessness (1,317 persons to 1,540 persons), a 10 percent increase in the unsheltered population (112 
persons to 123 persons), a 14 percent increase in individuals experiencing homelessness (844 persons to 966 persons), a 1 
percent increase in family homelessness (521 persons to 527 persons), a 147 percent increase in children, or households 
containing people 18 years of age or younger, experiencing homelessness (15 persons to 37 persons), a 23 percent decrease 
in individuals experiencing chronic homelessness (182 persons to 141 persons), and a 244 percent increase in chronic family 
homelessness (9 persons to 31 persons).

The Capital Region is proud to have risen to the Mayors Challenge to End Veterans Homelessnessɀan initiative spearheaded 
by First Lady Michelle Obamaɀand has reached functional zero for Veterans in all Capital Region counties. Functional zero is 
the point where there are no Veterans sleeping on the streets and every Veteran has access to permanent housing. Should 
Veterans become homeless or be at-risk of becoming homeless, our communities have the capacity to quickly connect them 
to permanent housingɀwithin an average of 30 daysɀand connect them to the resources that will help them achieve 
housing stability. The Capital Region is also working toward achieving functional zero for all chronic homeless populations. 
 
Additionally, the Capital Region is focusing on ending youth homelessness and is working to develop meaningful strategies to 
end youth homelessness as our understanding of the scope and dynamics of youth homelessness continues to grow. The 
Capital Region has created the Youth Advisory Board which works to build the comprehensive and coordinated response to 
youth homelessnessɀamong its strategies is conducting a specific Youth count in October of 2016 to improve the data and 
knowledge of what the youth homeless population looks like in the Capital Region and implement those strategies that 
address the unique needs of the youth population.  
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ALBANY COUNTY HOMELESS POPULATION AND SUBPOPULATIONS 
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The January 28, 2016 Point-in-Time count identified 748 people experiencing homelessness in Albany County Figures 2.1 
through 2.31 illustrate the breakdown of homeless populations and subpopulations for Albany County in 2016.

The sheltered population, or people who are staying in emergency shelters, transitional housing programs, or safe havens, 
comprised 97 percent (722 persons) of the total homeless population in 2016.
